MySQL 3.x & Rails Migration Issue

Opinionated Software

MySQL 3.x Table Create syntax uses "TYPE=InnoDB'
MySQL 4.x & 5.x Table Create syntax uses 'ENGINE=InnoDB'

Rails Migration hard codes MySQL 4.x & 5.x syntax



MySQL 3.x & Rails Migration Solution 1

Set the options in create table to either:

'TYPE=InnoDB'

class CreateBooks < ActiveRecord::Migration
def self.up

t.column :author, :string
t.column :date, :date

Edit Rails Source Code mysqgl_adapter.rb

{fusr/lib/ruby/gems/1.8/gems/
activerecord-1.14.4/lib/active_record/connection _adapters/mysql adapter.rb

Change create_table to be:
def create table(name, options = {}) #:nodoc:
#super(name, {:options => "ENGINE=InnoDB"}.merge(options))
super(name, options)
end

Location and activerecord version may differ

Every time you change the tables you must run this
command to create the tables in the test database

Tests use the test database set up in you database.yml file

Q. Why do we have to do this manually?
Rails should run this for us if needed
